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Kristjan Järvi to Appear with 
London Symphony Orchestra 
October 30th & November 1st
LSO Young Performers team up with Nitin Sawhney to perform James MacMillan 
October 30th with works by Grieg, MacMillan and Sibelius on November 1st
On October 30th and November 1st conductor Kristjan Järvi will appear with the London Symphony Orchestra in two unique performances showcasing Järvi’s affinity for traditional repertoire, enthusiasm for new music and passion for nurturing young musicians. On October 30th, the LSO presents a special concert at the Barbican Hall bringing together young performers with Indian composer/producer Nitin Sawhney, composer James MacMillan and soloists from the London Symphony Orchestra.  The concert begins with LSO St Luke’s Fusion Orchestra giving the world premiere of a new work which participants wrote during workshops with Sawhney, one of today’s most influential and versatile creative talents. 

In the second half, Kristjan Järvi teams up with young LSO On Track musicians from East London and members of the London Symphony Orchestra, to perform James MacMillan’s Into the Ferment.  The LSO On Track Youth Orchestra has been formed especially for this concert, drawn from LSO’s ten partner boroughs across East London.  “It is so gratifying to work with the bright young musicians of LSO's On Track program,” Järvi remarks. “I thrive from the learning experience of working closely with active and imaginative minds still in the making.  I aim to inspire, and yet each and every time I work with young musicians I am, in fact, the one being inspired."
On November 1st, The LSO’s Artist Focus on James MacMillan continues with the composer’s 1993 trumpet concerto epiclesis (which means “transformative prayer”).  The monumental work – with a trumpet part the composer describes as “fiendish” – is conducted by Kristjan Järvi with Ole Edvard Antonsen on trumpet. The concerto is book-ended by two Scandinavian orchestral pieces: Grieg’s Lyric Suite and Lemminkäinen Suite by Sibelius.  
These appearances are the first of two sets of engagement’s Kristjan Järvi has with the London Symphony Orchestra this season.  On March 4th, 2010, Järvi returns to the Barbican to conduct the LSO in Bernstein’s Symphonic Dances from West Side Story as well as Rachmaninov’s Symphonic Dances. 
About Kristjan Järvi:
Hailed by the New York Times as “a kinetic force on the podium, like Leonard Bernstein reborn,” Estonian born and American raised, conductor, pianist, educator and cultural ambassador Kristjan Järvi famously pushes classical music’s borders with fresh ideas, charisma and technical prowess.  His imaginative programming has been embraced by leaders of classical, jazz and world music spheres alike. He has collaborated with artists as diverse as Arvo Pärt, Tan Dun, John Adams, Esa-Pekka Salonen, H.K Grüber, Renée Fleming, and Paquito d’Rivera, commissioned over 100 new works—including pieces from James MacMillan and Arvo Pärt —and conducted many of the great orchestras including the London Symphony Orchestra, the National Symphony Orchestra, the Staatskapelle Dresden, Gewandhaus Orchestra Leipzig ,the Orchestre National de France and the City of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra, among countless others. Kristjan Järvi’s name has become synonymous with artistic and cultural diversity, embodied in his roles as Artistic Advisor to the Basel Chamber Orchestra and Founder and Music Director of New York’s Absolute Ensemble.   A dynamic educator, Järvi is the founder and music director of the Baltic Youth Philharmonic—a training orchestra that has become an education and performance hub for young musicians from across the Baltic region.  He is also the founder and music director of the Absolute Academy, and co-founder of the Muusikaselts Estonian Orphanage Program. 
He has more than 25 recordings to his credit, garnering accolades including a Swedish Grammy for Best Opera Performance, the German Record Critics Prize for Best Album and a Grammy Nomination. The 2009 Chandos release of Bernstein’s epic Mass was met with widespread acclaim and was Gramophone Magazine’s “Editor’s Choice” in May of 2009.
